Section I. The Bible

The school is founded upon and functions on the fundamental principles of the Word of
God, and it espouses the historic Christian view of life as presented in the Bible. God
speaks to us through the Bible with the help of the Holy Spirit, Who guides us in
understanding and application (John 16:13; Romans 11:36). The Bible is the only
inspired, infallible, and authoritative Word of God (Il Timothy 3:15; |l Peter 1:21).

Section ll. Statement of Faith

believe that God intends sexual intimacy to occur only between a man and a woman
who are married to each other. (I Cor 6:18; 7:2-5; Heb 13:4.) We believe that God has
commanded that no intimate sexual activity be engaged in outside of a marriage
between a man and a woman.

We believe that any form of sexual immorality (including adultery, fornication,
homosexual behavior, bisexual conduct, bestiality, incest, and use of pornography) is
sinful and offensive to God. (Matt 15:18-20; | Cor 6:9-10.)

Section IV. Christian Love

We believe that every person must be afforded compassion, love, kindness, respect,
and dignity. (Mark 12:28-31; Luke 6:31.) Hateful and harassing behavior or attitudes
directed toward any individual are to be repudiated and are not in accord with Scripture
nor the doctrines of Faith and Grace Academy.

Section V. Salvation

We believe that God offers redemption and restoration to all who confess and forsake
their sin, seeking His mercy and forgiveness through Jesus Christ. (Acts 3:19-21; Rom
10:9-10; | Cor 6:9-11.)
